Mozambique is a large heavily wooded African ele-
phant range state. It is twice the size of California.
Elephant hunting is now permitted in parts of the
country. Mozambique began registering a small
tourist hunting eclephant quota with CITES in
1990. The revenue provides a high financial return
for the removal of relatively few surplus bulls.
(Mozambique’s Elephant plan states that the taking
of males “has little impact on population growth

rates”).
